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Performance Task

Students are divided into small groups. The local factory that produces potato chips is having financial trouble due to waste in the packing department. Your small firm has been hired as consultants to solve the problem. You must find the most feasible, inexpensive means of packaging the product to ensure safe delivery.

1.   Determine the area and volume of the potato chip.

2.   Design the smallest and lightest package for the potato chip. Remember the package must be sent through the mail and the larger the package the more it cost. 

You are trying to cut cost. Potato chips are meant for human consumption, so you cannot coat the chip with any foreign substance.

3.   Construct your package. Your package cannot consist of a envelope it must be a constructed package. Place chip in package and prepare for transport.

4.  All packages will be opened and products checked to ensure quality.
