CTE Program Assessment Stakeholders,

A big thanks to you for the support and time you give to the program assessment process.  We will be entering our ninth year of visits beginning October 2010.  Every year the scores increase due to your hard work that gives students the experiences in and out of the classroom they need to succeed. 

In February 2010 we conducted a survey among career and technical education teachers, principals and other stakeholders to gather data on the status of the 17-standard document being used during this current 2-year cycle (2009-2011).  The results indicated:

 - Over 80 percent of those answering the survey agreed that new teachers should be exempt from the program assessment process for two years; the home school principal and a visiting teacher should be invited to be on the assessment team; the team should meet with teachers directly after review of the documentation and the principal should have the option to document Standards 3, 6 and 15.

 - Only 15 percent of those answering the survey recommended that we make significant changes; 53 percent recommended minimum changes and 31 percent recommended no changes should be made.

In April 2010 we contacted the Program Assessment Revision Committee who represented the regional focus groups and gathered in the spring of 2008.  Their consensus was that changes were not needed.

Therefore, for the 2011-2013 assessment cycle, the following minor changes listed below will be made: 
 - Standard 1E:  Curriculum maps/pacing guides will be required.  The scoring guide will reflect that all five options be documented for a score of "4."

 - Standard 3.1A-D:  Changes will reflect the new Kentucky state assessment that is based on new core standards and aligned with "Race to The Top."
The 17-standard assessment and supporting documents for 2011-2013 will be on the Program Assessment website at http://www.kytech.ky.gov/programassessment.htm by July 1, 2010.  The current document will remain the same for the 2010-2011 school year.
